Insurance Program (CHIP) agency. Remember: Some states use different names 
for their Medicaid and CHIP programs. 

	n Getting help from your parent or guardian to complete and submit your 
Medicaid or CHIP renewal form (if you get one). 

	n Asking your parent or guardian to re-apply for Medicaid or CHIP to find out 
if you still qualify. To re-apply, visit Medicaid.gov/about-us/beneficiary-
resources/index.html#statemenu and find your state for next steps.
